1.  Sheep are limited to 36 per farm. All sheep pens are built and assigned by the Superintendents in charge.  Exhibitors are not 
     to change or alter the assigned pens without written permission of the Superintendent.   
2.  No animal shall be entered for more than one premium except that single entries may compete in flock, pen classes and also  
     for champion awards. 
3.  All purebred sheep, including lambs, must be registered and it shall be the duty of each exhibitor to present his/her certifi- 
     cate of registration and transfer of all entries to the Superintendent.  Transfers must be signed by secretaries of the Registry 
     Associations and must show date of transfer.  No animals can be shown unless registration papers have been checked and  
     are in order.  If animals are entered and shown without this being done, all awards and premium money will be forfeited.       
4.  To receive a premium, Sheep must be brought out of pens for judging. 
5.  Sheep of different breeds cannot compete for the same flock, pen or champion award except Natural Color 
6.  Entries accepted in this department are for the purpose of exhibition.  All sheep must be washed, trimmed and fitted for the  
     above show purpose.  Sheep arriving in conditions other than above or showing evidence of Foot Rot or Sore Mouth will be 
      inspected by the fair veterinarian and the entry flock will be asked to leave. 
7.  Where but one firm or individual is exhibiting in any class, but two premiums will be awarded, with the right reserved to  
      award premiums according to the merit of the animals shown.  A decision as to how many individuals or firms are exhi- 
      biting shall be left entirely in the hands of the Superintendents of the department and his/her decision is final. 
8.   Only one entry per exhibitor will be allowed in breed classes 2, 5, 7, 10, 11, 12,  
9.   Date for computing age of sheep is January 1st.  January 2011 to present is a junior, before, is considered a Senior. 
10. All feed and water equipment must be appropriate for exhibition. No barrels or feed bunks will be permitted.
