5.  Where but one firm or individual is exhibiting in any class, but two premiums will be awarded, with the right reserved to  
     award premiums according to the merit of the animal shown.  A decision as to how many individuals or firms are exhibiting 
     shall be left entirely in the hands of the superintendents of the department, and his/her decision is final. 
6. No Pseudorabies papers required for exhibition for Michigan native swine for Stage IV or higher areas.  Refer  
    to the MDA Health Requirements at the beginning of this premium book. 
7. Young Herd/3 animals - one Boar and two Sows under on year of age owned by exhibitor. 
8. Exhibitor’s Herd/4 animals - one Boar and two Sows or two Boars and two Sows bred by exhibitor.
